Presentations and Public Meetings 
Allen Wren & Jennifer Laymen from The Pembroke and Area Airport Commission presented 
to Council an update on their operations and advocated for their organization as a continued 
asset to the people of Whitewater Region. A highlight of the presentation included: 
 

 An example of their community services such as the free Bearskin Airline flight 
for vision or hearing-impaired children to travel to a Brantford school for the 
Blind, Partially-Sighter or Deafblind children. 
 

Steve Osipenko CEMC for the County of Renfrew provided an overview to Council regarding 
Renfrew County Freshet for 2024. The presentation discussed how the CEMC has improved 
its processes and encouraged the use of the Ottawa River Regulation Planning Board for 
information on freshet; https://ottawariver.ca/. Another highlight included: 
 

 The County of Renfrew received a grant for a sand bagging machine which is a 
resource available to our municipality. 
 

Mayor’s Address 
Mayor Nicholson noted his attendance at thirteen (13) meetings since the last Council 
meeting, some highlights include: 

 Non-for-profit event organizers gathered to discuss the four larger events of, 
Beachburg Fair, Cobden Fair, WDRA Tour de Whitewater, and Taste of the Valley. 
 

• Highlighting, that together these volunteer-run events draw 25,000 
tourists and residents to Whitewater Region 
 

 The AGMS for the Upper Ottawa Valley Chamber of Commerce, and Renfrew 
County Chamber of Commerce. 
 

 Held a delegation with the Ministry of Infrastructure Parliamentary Assistant 
Sandhu, raising the matter of unaffordable rural and small urban water and 
wastewater rates.

Community Development 
Council received and passed two Zoning By-law amendment applications:  

 2450 Beachburg Road; to amend the existing exception zone of Rural - Exception 
46 (RU-E46) to allow an Antique furniture restoration workshop, cabinet-making 
workshop, and showroom as an additional permitted use. 

 

 Logan Lane; to re-zone from Limited Service Residential (LSR) to Limited-Service 
Residential - Exception 7 (LSR-E7) to reduce the minimum separation distance 
from the Mineral Aggregate Reserve – Sand and Gravel (EMR-SG) zone on the 
adjacent lands from 60 meters to 0 meters. 

 

A part lot control extension by-law to extend the 36-month time period was approved for 
Wren Subdivision Phase 2 on Bamagillia Street to allow more time for the semi-detached 
dwellings to be built. 

 

Council reviewed and approved the proposed design of new main street banners, with minor 
modifications. 

 The Township was awarded a Wayfinding Signage Grant in 2022 in the amount 
of $40,000.00; the funding was utilized for wayfinding signage and for the design 
of new seasonal banners along the main streets of our villages and hamlets. 
There are two designs for the banners, a summer and a winter theme.
